visitors. Suggestions for downtown restrooms included:  Mrs. Miller’s Lot, First Financial Bank, or a 

small building outside of the courthouse that can be used for downtown visitors as well as jurors, etc. 

b. The City hired a permanent position that will start November 14, 2016: Debbie Charbonneau is a certified 

Main Street Officer from Georgetown who has managed many Main Street Offices in the past.
